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Financial Statement Information 

 
In all divorce and paternity cases, at the beginning of the case, and in 
all motions to modify, the Petitioner must file notarized financial 
statements.  The forms are attached.  You should gather the 
information that goes on them and initially fill them out, or go through 
them with us as we fill them out.  We will then make adjustments, 
type them up, and put them in final form for your signature.  If you 
are the Respondent, you also must file the financial statements with 
your order.   
 
The forms are pretty much self-explanatory.  You should bring in 
whatever documents you have that back up the information on the 
forms.    
 
Here is a checklist of additional expenses that you may not have 
thought about, for you to consider as you complete the Statement of 
Income and Expenses:

• Boat Expenses (Dock fees, maintenance, insurance, fuel) 
• Cable T.V. 
• Newspapers, Magazines, Periodicals ( Separate personal and 

professional) 
• Children’s Allowances 
• Professional Dues/ License Fees 



• Job Related Expenses ( Parking) 
• Cosmetics and Toiletries 
• Vacations (Travel, hotels, meals, recreation, entertainment) 
• Unreimbursed Medical Care (Deductables on insurance, 

psychiatrist, therapist, psychologist, counseling, eye glasses,
